Part A: Pupil premium strategy plan
[bookmark: _heading=h.1fob9te]Statement of intent
	Our intention is that all pupils, irrespective of their background or the challenges they face, make good progress and achieve high attainment across all subject areas. The focus of our pupil premium strategy is to support disadvantaged pupils to achieve that goal, including progress for those who are already high attainers. We will consider the challenges faced by vulnerable pupils. The details outlined in this statement are also intended to support their needs, regardless of whether they are disadvantaged or not. 
The greatest impact on progression and attainment is proven to be through high-quality teaching. As such, this is at the central to our approach, with a focus on areas in which disadvantaged pupils require the most support. By doing this, closing the disadvantage attainment gap will also benefit the non-disadvantaged pupils in our school.
We will work alongside parents, carers and outside agencies to support attendance to ensure our children gain access to the whole curriculum and the opportunities our school offers. 
To ensure the pupil premium funding is used effectively, we will:
· provide classrooms with focused additional support with a particular emphasis on working alongside disadvantaged children during the core subjects
· subsidise residential visits, swimming provision and/or funding to attend extra-curricular enrichment activities
· providing subsidies for wraparound care to support working families to ensure that children are in school on time and are ready to learn
· improved our tracking of progress and attainment of Pupil Premium children

	Due to family circumstances, some children do not have access to the same educational support at home that other children within school receive. Using the pupil premium grant to provide additional support in school provides disadvantaged pupils with intervention packages.

	2
	Assessments, observations and discussions with staff indicate there is a decline in the social skills of our children. They are unable to play together amicably in some cases (due to time spent apart) and lack other skills such as table manners and toileting skills, in our younger children.

	3
	Ensuring that the PP children have full access to the wider curriculum and other support mechanisms in school to support the family.

	4
	Challenging family circumstances – ensuring vulnerable families continue to access the support they need, to ensure their children feel positive and successful.
